Your Parish Needs You and You Need Your Parish!
A Catholic parish is the single most important part of our Catholic Church. This is
where we continue the mission of Jesus Christ. This is where we publicly express
our faith, joining together with others to give witness of our communion with God
and with one another.

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

There are many reasons to register.

¢ Asense of belonging and identity in a parish community.

¢ Registration enables the parish pastor and staff to get to know you better, to
welcome you and to minister to you. This is especially important during a time
of crisis so that the pastoral staff can attend to your spiritual needs and the
needs of your family.

¢ In times of joy and in times of struggle, it is comforting to have the support of a
faith family.

¢ In order to receive the Sacraments of Baptism, First Reconciliation, First Holy
Communion, Confirmation, or Holy Matrimony you will need to be a registered
member.

e Registered active members are eligible for sponsor/godparent validation.

What about children who are 18 Years of age or older?

Children are considered members with their parents until they turn 18 years old.
Once they are 18, it is their responsibility to join a church family, participate in the
Mass, and to register as a member independent of their parents.

By registering at a parish, you are declaring your desire to be part of a Catholic
faith community.
